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Introduction

Telerehabilitation is about the provision of rehabilitation
services over telecommunication networks and the
internet. It involves the delivery of care at the point of
patients’ need to provide and extend part of the rehabili-
tation at the remote environment under safety, efficacious
and ethical methods. Most types of services fall into two
categories: clinical assessment and clinical therapy. Some
fields of the rehabilitation practice that have explored
telerehabilitation are: neuropsychology, speech-language
pathology treatment, audiology, occupational therapy,
and physical therapy. The European Consortium CLEAR
has gained significant experience in the clinical delivery
of such services in Europe, having provided telerehabilita-
tion services to more than 800 patients. The meeting
intends to highlight the key issues to be considered for
service provision and the opportunities offered by such
innovative services to the current rehabilitation practice.
